3. submit a letter in the student’s own words stating his/her goals, interest,
and plans for studying and playing the accordion also including how they
intend to use the money. A handwritten letter is preferred but typed letters
will be accepted. All letters may be sent electronically (scan/email) or via the
postal service. Bursaries will be awarded during the awards ceremony at
LIAC; no bursaries will be given to an individual without the submission of a
letter posted as directed below.
